REQUIREMENTS

workshop, Government 95, in the fall of each year that they

remain at Harvard. The research workshop will include

discussions of assigned readings, presentations of the

students’ own work, and reflections on the Center’s

distinguished lecture series. The workshop's day and time will

be set closer to the start of the semester.

Spring Semester, Senior Year: 

Undergraduate Fellows will submit to their respective

departments a senior thesis on an approved topic that has a

normative dimension and share a final electronic copy with

the Center.



Undergraduate Fellowships in Ethics

APPLICATION DEADLINE: OCTOBER 7, 2024 |11:59 PM (EDT)

The Undergraduate Fellowship program seeks to provide students with the opportunity to engage in an
informed analysis of values in their own areas of inquiry that will lead to the completion of a senior
thesis. In pursuit of this goal, Undergraduate Fellows complete an ethics seminar with the director of
the program, participate in an ongoing ethics research workshop, and attend lectures and dinners
hosted by the Center. In addition, Undergraduate Fellows are offered a wide range of opportunities to
interact with faculty, fellows, and graduate students affiliated with the Center.

PURPOSE

Students in the fall of their sophomore or junior year are invited to apply. Successful applicants will
normally have taken at least two courses in ethics, moral or political philosophy, or political theory.

ELIGIBILITY

Undergraduate Fellows receive a one-time book fund of $500 and may apply for summer funding
through the Lester Kissel Grants in Practical Ethics. These grants support research and writing that
contribute to the understanding of practical ethics and normally will be awarded in the summer before
the student’s senior year.
